2. After submitting a completed registration form, obtain a Continuing Ed. Timetable print-out from your 
guidance counsellor. This is your confirmation receipt that you have been registered successfully.

NEW Non-TCDSB STUDENTS must first create an account. Please note you must use a DIFFERENT email 
address for each non-TCDSB student that you register. Eg: if there is an older sibling who has 
registered in the program, the same email address cannot be used again to register another sibling. 



 
 

You will need the student’s OEN number to create the account.  The OEN can be found on any report

Selecting a Class: 

Students may begin the study of an International Language in any grade of secondary school. For this 
reason, progression is indicated by levels rather than grades. International Languages are offered at three 
levels: B, C, and D during the four years of secondary school. Students must take levels B, C and D 
sequentially.  A prerequisite is mandatory for levels 2 and 3. 

 

Hungarian Saturday Secondary International Languages 

LRH BD- Level 1 = student has not taken any Hungarian Secondary School classes 

LRH CU- Level 2 = student must have successfully completed Level 1 to enroll 

LRH DU- Level 3 = student must have successfully completed Level 2 to enroll 

Note:  classes may be combined if a low number of students register 

 

To select the course, use the “Saturday School Location” section at the bottom of the page and select 

“Senator O’Connor Saturday School” (It refers location we belong, but the education will be held at St. 

Elizabeth of Hungary Parish). 



 

 

If the student has successfully completed Level 1 or Level 2, the course code and the achieved mark 

must be entered in the “Prerequisite” row on the Confirmation page: 

 

• Print the registration package sent to you by email 

• Parent/guardian and student must sign 

• Visit the guidance counsellor at the home school to 

• Obtain a copy of the ‘credit summary’  

• Obtain the signature of the guidance counsellor 

• Obtain the school stamp 

• Scan and send in the documents per the instructions in the email 

IMPORTANT, that Students will later receive an acceptance email, stating that a spot is being held for 

the student in a particular course and also further instructions.
